Did you know that:
•	 The average life span of a C. elegans 

worm is 2-3 weeks.

•	 C. elegans growth rate depends on 
temperature, they grow roughly twice 
as fast at 25 °C as at 15 °C.

•	 Wild C. elegans worms live by eating 
bacteria growing on decomposing plant 
material.

•	 C. elegans worms were the first animals 
to have their whole genome sequenced.

•	 C. elegans worms have been used to 
study animal adaptation to space on 
the International Space Station.

•	 Young C. elegans larvae are very 
resilient, they can survive freezing as 
well as extended starvation.
